*CAUTION: Passion vine (Passiflora incarnata) and Virginia
Creeper are very aggressive. Passion vine spreads by root
suckers, and may best be grown in a pot to contain it.
Virginia Creeper is poisonous (possibly fatal if eaten) and
many people have an allergic reaction to its sap when skin
contact occurs. Virginia Creeper can damage gutters and
outside surfaces of buildings.
